 Some preliminary investigation has been done in three areas. First, in a sound system 
which allows for amplification and recording of the sermon, the choir, and special 
presentations such as Sunday School programs. Second, in video recording, so we are 
better able to share our sermons and services on the internet. Third, in an exploration of 
the use of a screen or screens so that the service liturgy and hymns can be displayed in a 
larger, more easily seen format in the Sanctuary. 
 While these efforts are just beginning, if you would like to begin to support this effort, 
please identify your special contributions for this work by designating them for the 
“Sanctuary Tech Upgrade” or just as “Tech Upgrade” so our counters and financial folks 
will be able to keep track of these donations and use them appropriately.
