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The season of Epiphany continues. Our readings each Sunday reveal more and more about our Savior, Jesus 

Christ. His public ministry begins among the lost sheep of the tribes of Israel, but the salvation He accomplishes 

is for all people of all places. We, the Gentile nations, receive our heavenly Father’s grace as He sends His Son 

to open paradise to all believers. 

 

 

Hail, O Source of ev’ry blessing, / Father of our human race! 

Gentiles now, Your grace possessing, / In Your courts obtain a place. 

Grateful now, we fall before You, / In Your Church rejoice to live, 

See Your glory and adore You, / Thankful for the grace You give. 

 

 

The dramatic declarations of the Prophets and the confusing witness of history are clarified and completed in 

the revelation of the Christ. The light of truth and the light of salvation shine upon this sin-darkened creation 

and draw us out of our hopeless slavery to death. That light draws us into the glorious hope of the resurrection. 

 

Once far off but now invited, / We approach Your sacred throne, 

In Your covenant united, / Reconciled, redeemed, made one. 

Now revealed to eastern sages, / See the star of mercy shine,  

Myst’ry hid in former ages, / Myst’ry great in love divine. 

 

 

Epiphany began as the wise men from the east came to worship the holy Baby born in Bethlehem. The time of 

revelation continues as our heavenly Father’s salvation manifests itself in Jesus’ preaching and teaching. We are 

drawn into a covenant relationship as we are reconciled to God through Jesus’ perfect sacrifice on our behalf.

The unbelievable love of our Creator beckons to us as the Holy Spirit opens our hearts to receive that love. 

Jesus’ life reveals that love as He lives in our sin-sickened world and demonstrates His Father’s compassion by 

reversing the effects of sin in the lives He touches. In His life among us He demonstrates the salvation He 

brings as He prepares us to join Him in His glory. 
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“Unless the LORD builds the house, those who build it labor in vain. Unless the LORD 
watches over the city, the watchman stays awake in vain. It is in vain that you rise up early 
and go late to rest, eating the bread of anxious toil; for he gives to his beloved sleep.”            
~ Psalm 127:1 & 2 
 
“Unless the Lord builds the house…” Unless the Lord is involved in whatever tasks we decide to put our 

hands to, we take on those tasks in vain. “In vain” means pointlessly. Our efforts are pointless, they 

simply will not suceed. It really doesn’t matter how much we may want the outcome, if the Lord is not 

involved, it will fail. 

So here’s a question: Have we ever put a lot of effort into something only to have it all go badly? Have we 

ever tried to force our own will upon things? How often does that succeed? Probably not as often as we’d 

prefer to admit. 

Here’s the thing: Whose will is supposed to be done in our lives? Well, we pray at least once a week, 

“THY will be done,” don’t we? Yes we do. Meaning we ask our God that His will be done in each of our 

lives each and every day. 

That being the case, do we live that way? Do we live our lives with the expectation that our God will in 

fact direct our paths and leads us in His ways? That’s the kind of life to which each and every one of us 

has been called. That’s the lifestyle of a child of God. 

We have not been given the authority or the responsibility to decide how our lives will go. We do not set 

the path or define the way. When we do, we usually fail. That’s because our gracious God has accepted 

that responsibility for us and will lead as He knows is best and will grant His blessing as we walk in His 

ways.  

“Trust in the LORD with all your heart, and do not lean on your own understanding. In all
